Rules of Play:
Unless otherwise noted, USGA rules will govern.  All decisions of the rules committee will be final.  The Determination of Summer or Winter Rules will be made by the golf course on the morning of the event
Facilities: 
Practice rounds are available; individuals are responsible for fee and scheduling.

Duties:
We will need some coaches to assist in the scoring area at the conclusion of the round.

DISTRICT TWO
GOLF TOURNAMENT GUIDELINES
1. The USGA Rules of Golf will govern all play, including scoring, except in cases of local ground rule changes.

2. Tie breaker for 27th place at the DISTRICT Tournament will be a sudden death play-off.
3. There are no restrictions on pre-playing the course(s), as long as it is a public course. No competitor may play practice holes at the match site on the day of the match. 
4. A coach must accompany each team to the DISTRICT Tournament. Caddies are not permitted.  .
5. The DISTRICT Tournament MAY observe winter rules as determined by the local course conditions for that day. 
WINTER RULES-

The ball shall be marked, lifted, cleaned, and placed within 6 inches, NO nearer the hole. Once the ball is released, the ball is in play and may not be replaced. In applying WINTER RULES players may NOT change cuts when placing their ball.  WINTER RULES apply THRU the GREEN
If a player fails to mark the position of the ball before lifting it or moves the ball in any other manner, such as rolling it with a club, he/she incurs a penalty of one stroke.
DRESS CODE:  All participants in the DISTRICT Tournament:
a. Required to wear:

1. Shoes (soft spikes are recommended)
2. Slacks or cords.  Walking shorts may be worn

3. Shirt with a collar

b. Jean Pants or Jean Shorts Are Not Allowed

c. Optional Attire:

1. Sweater

2. Raingear

3. Hats, if worn, must be worn with the bill facing forward

Players must follow any course specific attire requirements. 
Failure to adhere to this dress code will result in non-participation.  Coaches shall assess this penalty (disqualification) prior to starting the match or anytime during the match.
6.    Spectators will be allowed on the course, provided they follow the players by at least 25 yards, are not in close contact with the players, and do not give advice or instructions during the match.  A verbal warning will be given for the first offense.  If a second offense occurs, the player will be subject to a two (2) stroke penalty. If a third offense occurs, the player will be automatically disqualified from Tournament. A violation must be identified (challenged) at the time it happens, not later on in the match. Coaches may also assess this penalty if they witness the violation. This is considered unsporting conduct. This rule will be explained on the first tee.
7. Coaches will be allowed to coach from tee to the Green, but not on the green.  The number of coaches allowed – 1 or 2 golfers = 1 coach.  3 or more golfers = 2 coaches.  To be considered a coach the adult must be a paid coach or an officially approved volunteer.

8. In the event of a tie for the final STATE spots there will be a sudden death play-off.  If there is a tie for an alternate position the tie will be broken with a scorecard play-off using the BACK nine total as the first tie-breaker and if the tie remains the tie will be broken by using the scores on the front nine with the most difficult hole first and then moving down the scorecard on the front nine until the tie is broken.
