5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Pat McCarthy, Cathy Schick
A. Cathy Schick has replaced Tim Bursey as the Region A Representative to the WIAA Board.  Thanks to District 1 and Robert Polk for the help in selecting Cathy.  This term is up in June and D1 and D2 will then nominate candidates to the WIAA Board for their selection for the new term.

B. Executive Board (minutes aren’t posted yet, but will be found at: http://www.wiaa.com/subcontent.aspx?SecID=713) met Jan. 26 and determined the following; the Board:
i. Will post all sports draws as they are approved by board

ii. Will allow alternates for Tennis doubles

iii. Approved on First Reading to put 2A/3A/4A VB on the same weekend

iv. Passed editorial changes to handbook on a number of rules.  These will be highlighted in the minutes.
v. Approved Baseball speed-up rule for a courtesy runner
vi. Passed Middle Level rule for 6 practices rather than 8 for a jamboree
vii. Passed budget and annual Auditor’s Review
viii. Approved 15 schools to petition down in football only
ix. Allowed 18 2B/1B schools to opt up in soccer only to play in spring
x. Approved 10 schools to move down in classification
xi. Passed Baseball Coaches Ejection Procedures
xii. Passed on Second Reading a Heat Index Policy

xiii. Reset the 16 entry tournament size to 50-68 for the next cycle; a board committee will work on tournaments for all sports.
C. Mick Hoffman additionally reported:  

1) John Olson has been the WIAA Attorney for many years.  He recently was appointed as a judge in Kirkland.  The WIAA has a number of attorneys that they have worked with over the years and there should be a seamless transition.
2) legislative action:  
    1. Working with legislator concerned about ASB fees for students on the free/reduced lunch program.  WIAA is concerned about some of the unintended consequences of this bill and is having discussions with the legislator who is very open to hearing how to improve the bill.
    2. Concussions- New legislative action is concerned not only about “return to play”, but “return to learn”.  We have done a great job on the “return to play” response, WIAA recommends it is time to make sure we have a policy that promotes “return to learn” as well.  There will be more information to follow on this topic. 

3)   Committee Updates
    1. Governance Committee.  The committee is planning to develop and send out a Survey asking what people want/expect of our WIAA Districts.  We will be asked to prioritize our lists so that the Governance Committee can develop some specific action plans and proposals.
    2. Basketball formatting committee will be taking a long look at both the finals and the Regionals and making recommendations in the near future for how to improve our state tournament.
