2. Amendment Discussion

a. Role of Rep Assembly Members – Voting options

i. Vote League Position.  Leagues direct voters on how to address the amendments.

ii. Vote “informed conscience”.  Voters are reminded that they have flexibility in voting where new information is presented.  Members should attempt to communicate with their leagues about new info, but ultimately have to be trusted to use their judgement.

c. Budget Status Report.  Colleen went over the current budget and the projection for the remainder of the year with no income/expenses.  The final numbers will be below our $40K reserve, but will be better than earlier predicted.  


4. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Pat McCarthy, Cathy Schick
a. Covid items:  Info coming out soon from DOH about sports, particularly wrestling.  Stay tuned!   For Counties currently in Phase 2, if they have a competition in a Phase 3 location, they can still play under Phase 3 guidelines.  Any school in a Phase 3 county traveling to a Phase 2 county has to abide by the home county rules.
b. L & I:  WIAA will be paying L & I insurance for next year.

c. WIAA is working on gender diversity toolkit for schools; should be out in June.

d. Timeline for WIAA executive board position nominations has been updated.
e. Next school year will be treated as a single year allocation year.  Projected allocations will be distributed soon.  Remember that we will do a count of schools with teams in each sport in early September that will be used to finalize the allocations.  Non-league contests scheduled for home and away, but not played in year 1, will require negotiation between the schools for this coming year.
f. Coaches school will be virtual this year and hosted July 19 -22.  Coaches can sign up and participate live or watch the videos at their convenience.
g. The Fall Workshop (hopefully live) for District 2 will be Aug 24th 9am-12pm.  Might be somewhere else than WIAA office because of distancing requirements.  If you have a facility that we could use for that session, please contact Tom.
h. Tournament data document by classification and site – A committee will be looking at tournament information including the number of schools in a classification on each side of the mountains and the current sites of the tournaments over the next year and making recommendations.

a. Masking policy and Covid protocol:  While the WIAA has guidelines, leagues can be stricter than this and this makes it hard for officials as they don’t know what rules are being used.  Please communicate clearly with officials on your school procedures and policies. Officials need the adults- coaches, ADs- to enforce these rule, especially mask wearing, with their teams so the officials don’t have to be the “bad guys” with these rules.  If the game manager or AD can seek out the officials to clarify some of these rules ahead of time, that is helpful.  Further updated guidelines will be coming out from the WIAA soon.

a. IAC voted on amendments.
b. Masking issue is frustrating on many levels within school districts!  We all continue to work through these issues as best we can.

The WIAA is working with the legislature to allow us to use our eligibility rules to make these determinations.
