5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Pat McCarthy, Cathy Schick
a. The WIAA voted to move the traditional fall sports to Season 1 with a flexible starting date of Feb 1.  Season 2 and 3 will be determined at the Jan 19 WIAA Board Meeting.

b. The open coaching window will extend to the beginning of that school’s first season.

c. The WIAA has given leagues the ability to do what works best for them in their specific areas if they don’t want to follow the WIAA plan.  A waiver form needs to be signed off by Mick for leagues to do something different.
d. If sports are stacked, at this time, the WIAA says athletes in 1A and above are not allowed to do multiple sports at the same time.

e. Our ability to play is based upon data in the governor’s region designation (Pierce, King, Snohomish Counties). 

f. SeaKing District 2 has teams in 4 different regions (as per the governor).  Other regions may be able to play before our region.  So we may have some teams that can play before the majority of us can.  Those schools are encouraged to try to find teams or leagues within these new regions to play this spring.  We need to be creative in coming up with solutions to get kids to be able to play.  

g. We will need to be checking in with the region’s DOH regarding ability to play or cross over regions to play.

h. The WIAA is working with the governor’s office/ DOH through a liaison to get information regarding the Phase 1 and 2 and region and how that applies to specific sports. Hopefully that information will be coming shortly.
