4. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Pat McCarthy, Cathy Schick
a. Covid update: The WIAA will update information after 6/30 as state regulations change and lay out what that means going forward for sports
b. The exceptions on eligibility and practice regulations made for this year will revert back what they use to be in previous years.

c. Officials: We need to do what we can to support officials; for example, have staggered nights, doing line judge training for parents, training of potential officials through the school system

d. Register for Fall Workshops now as they are online.  ADs (or a representative) are required to attend.  District 2’s is scheduled for Aug 24 at @ WIAA office.
e. 12/20 entry tournaments have first round single elimination contests to lead into a 8/16 entry bracket.
f. Girls Flag Football seems to be a success in a number of schools and if you are interested in it, reach out to Pat about it.
g. Continue to evaluate state tournament formats and awards.

i. SMAC recommends returning to pre-covid pre-contest practice requirements next fall
j. Esports experiment will start in the fall with Collegiate Star League

A. Correspondence
B. District Director Meeting Topics
a. Semi-Final Football Site Selection:  
i. Stadiums listed as possible sites in our district:  Pop Keeney, Skyline, Renton
ii. Other options?
b. Ejections:  The WIAA/WOA reported 243 ejections this year (344 in 2019-20).  32% of the cases were not submitted by the AD within 24 hours as required by 18.27.2.  This should result in a WIAA Violation Report being made to the League.  Districts were asked to assist in following up on this tight timeline.
i. Sea-King has an Ejection Committee appointed each August.  There is a process for appealing an ejection (19.13.1) if there is a misinterpretation or misapplication of a rule.  If there is an appeal of a judgement call concerning an ejection, Rule 19.3.2 applies and there must be clear video evidence.  This needs to be submitted to the WIAA staff within 24 hours.  Their decision is final.  If the timing of the next contest is too quick for the WIAA staff to hear the case, then a Games Committee must view the video and make a determination.
ii. Reminder about Games Committees for all contests/tourneys.  Because of the timing of contests and events, each contest should include a “Games Committee” as described in Rule 19.13.3.
c. Eligibility – 145 Cases Statewide.  80 heard; 65 granted with no hearing; 51 granted with hearing; 29 denied; 11 appealed to WIAA; of those, 4 granted
i. Yonni Mills – Sea-King Eligibility Chair.  We will have two trainings for Eligibility Panel Members.  One will be on August 24 at 12:30pm after our District 2 AD Workshop.  She will notify us through Pat or Tom when the second date is set earlier in August.  As we transition from Sam Jackson to Yonni, please let her know of your interest in serving in this role so she can develop a mailing list.
