5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Pat McCarthy, Eric McCurdy 
a. Revenue Sharing - $132K back to districts this year.
b. Principal’s Report – 1080 hrs = 180 days.  Could have some impact on activities days beginning next year.  Also working on improving relationships with middle schools. 
c. WSSAAA is working on online registration for the conference.  They are looking for each district to offer an LTC class if possible.  
i. M/S/P to offer $100 for door prizes at the WSSAAA Conference.  Joe will ask the officials associations if they are willing to offer a door prize as well.
d. State Tourneys:
i. Basketball sites approved
ii. Baseball – 3A/4A at GESA; 2A/1A in Yakima; 1B/2B TBD

iii. Volleyball – sites submitted.  NO change for at least a year.

iv. Gymnastics rosters increased from 12 – 16.

v. Track adjusted qualifying standards; waiver to allow for indoor track participants not representing their schools.

e. Dance/Drill and Pole Vault – coaches must take “hands on” clinic the first year, then online OK after that.

f. Handbook – review amateur standing, “glue” language, and “recruiting” language.  Tom asked Pat to request that the index be reviewed.  
g. Classification: 

i. Repeat 11th graders not counted

ii. Not counting schools with population smaller than 25 while allowing them to count for allocations if they have teams.

iii. Opt up dates were left intact.  

iv. Our board discussed the topic and the specific effect on our 2B schools.  We are left with two 2B schools that will have to go to District 4 in order to find a league to compete in.  We also expressed the problem with the 2 year cycle and the effect on stability for schools/leagues.
h. Ejections:  staff to study “abusive language” and violent behavior in football and provide a recommendation.
i. Revenue for football was down this year.
j. Eligibility: the message is that the state and districts have done a good job of standardizing the process and cases are becoming more complicated.
k. Concussions – committee is meeting to review where we are in the process now and how we should be proceeding.  They are also reviewing “return to play” standards.  They will develop a checklist that schools can use as a procedure for “return to play”.  
l. Unified Sports are growing around the state and a committee has been established to find out how to implement this throughout the state to meet federal standards.

Eric extended appreciation to the Kingco League for their hospitality to Seattle Schools over the last few cycles.
