a. Eric went to the District 1 Board Meeting today as it was rescheduled from last week. 
b. Two conference calls since last meeting.
i. Rainier Beach basketball granted permission to go to a national tournament.
ii. District 6 request for competing in a District 5 league.  The Board determined that District 6 1A teams would remain in their own league and that District 5 and 7 would provide out of league contests for the District 6 teams.

B. League Reports 

a. Metro – 

i. Metro approved the change in swimming to move girls to fall.  

ii. A committee will discuss the other sports that are different throughout the state like golf and tennis.

iii. The league reviewed sport coordinators and reassigned some sports.  

iv. Seattle Reign will be using the stadium this spring. This will be exciting for soccer.

v. Basketball and football divisions have been set; they are still working on the other sports.  

b. Kingco – 
i. Jason Jones is the new AD at Skyline.  Art Kuehn is retiring at the end of the year and Jamie Prescott will move into another role (AP) at the school and they will hire a new AD.  
ii. We had a discussion about sportsmanship throughout the state.  Hand held signs are allowed by WIAA, but not the league.  WESCO did not allow face painting while the league does, so there need to be some discussion about what is consistent throughout the districts.   This discussion should take place at the Metro/Kingco meeting and any time there is a bi-district post season contest.  Pat will also bring it up with the WIAA Board.  The week 10 football committee should work to make sure the syllabus is the same for all games.  

iii. There was also talk about proposing an amendment to make badminton a girl’s spring sport.  

iv. The football practice rule came up in discussion.  There is question about the 20 practice rule and whether that will be for individuals or teams.  
v. There are questions about whether to have a Saturday district cross country meet instead of a Thursday meet.  Lance will contact Rick at Blanchet to discuss this.  
vi. 4A Track lost the agreement with District 1.  They would like to try to work with them to allow the WESCO model of top two automatically go to finals and 16 run in two heats to qualify for the last 6 spots in the finals.  

c. Emerald City –  No Report
d. SeaTac 2B/1B – Drawing the lines without counting the schools 25 and under has destroyed our 2B league and caused problems for the remaining 1B schools.  Tacoma Baptist and Life Christian from District 4 will be looking for soccer games and it causes a problem with the number of contests for the league.
