6. Sea-King District 2 Executive Board:  Pat McCarthy
A. Eligibility Committee Report – Sam Jackson.  We have had an increase in the number of hearings this year and have been able to pass on cases without hearings more frequently. Sam indicated that he needs more time with the paperwork before he can make sure that the case needs to be heard and that he can check to make sure that all the materials are present.  The board approved a change in process:  Paperwork for hearings must be turned in completely by the Monday prior to a Thursday hearing.

C. League Reports

i. Kingco – Discussion about the next two year cycle to realign the divisions in the 4A.  Interlake will return to 3A.  Sammamish and Lake Washington will play at the 2A classification.

ii. Metro – The league is looking for football contests for their non-league contests.  Monte and Greg should discuss possible Kingco/Metro matchup possibilities.
iii. Emerald City – Bellevue Christian will be moving to District 3.  Cedar Park has a meeting this week to get into that league as well.  Eastside Prep is investigating moving to Emerald City.  With the changes in golf and tennis, there is still much discussion going on.

iv. SeaTac –.Down to 5 2B schools with 10 1B schools for the next cycle.  They are investigating some scheduling with District 1 2B schools.  The Northwest Football league (8 Man) has 11 teams (maybe 12 with Taholah) between the 3 (4) Westside districts.  There is concern about the future of 8 man football over the next few years. 

v. Middle School – Derek questioned the 520 toll and its impact on the middle schools…the fees should be charged to the high schools because the officials are working a MS game, then going to their varsity contest at the HS.

D. Official’s Corner – Joe Thompson. 
a. At the last board meeting, Tom and Pat were asked to write a letter to the PNFOA President and ask for some explanation of accountability on some of the incidents that occurred last fall.  Tom supplied the response emails to the board.  The board is frustrated by the response and the seeming lack of concern about our problems arising from errors in reporting violations.  We are concerned about the credibility of their organization based on these issues and the accuracy of reports.  The board asked Pat to form a committee to meet with PNFOA to resolve this issue.
E. Invoice from Lynden Christian.  Lynden puts together a 1A program for the Volleyball tournament.  The Emerald City provided some money from the league rather than have each school be responsible for $100 ad in volleyball program.  The bill is an Emerald City, not a District responsibility.
F. T-shirt proposal.  Northwest Design’s contract with the District is up and they have submitted a proposal for the next two years.  A second company, Champion, has also sent a proposal.  Both offer 25% of gross sales to the District.  The board moved to continue with Northwest Design.
G. Lifetime Pass – Craig Olson.  Craig recommended that we provide a WIAA Lifetime pass for John Livingstone.  John has worked for over 20 years at our district and Kingco 3A and 4A basketball tournaments.  M/S/P to approve the request.  Joe will approach PNBOA to participate in the cost of the $100 pass.
H. WIAA Points Reimbursement.  We received $13,887.24 in point distributions from WIAA.  Marilyn asked the board to revisit the distribution of the money to the schools.  The board confirmed that we should distribute the funds to the schools as earned by state participation.
