7. Sea-King District 2 Executive Director Report: Tom & Marilyn Doyle
A. Correspondence. None.
B. Gym Floor Markings.  Joe reminded the board and all schools that it is a great time to double check the floor markings for basketball.  There is now a lane hash-marker near the free throw line that is new this year.  Volleyball and basketball require a shadow line through the logo at center court.  If a school needs someone to look at it, Joe or someone else can come to check out your floor.  But now is the time before we get into the season to review your markings.
C. Arbiter Game Assignment.  With the WIAA/WOA agreement, AD’s should be able to have access to Arbiter to see that officials have been assigned to your contests.  AD’s should be checking this out weekly to make sure you know your contests are scheduled.  It also allows you to go into the software to find out which officials are assigned for your contests.  When you make changes in League Minder or Schedule Star, you will be able to know whether that change is acceptable and an official can be assigned.  If you don’t use scheduling software, AD’s can get a password form Arbiter so you can check.
D. 13% vs. 15% Fees.  The board reviewed the situation with the EKCSRA and the fact that the soccer group agreed to charge the 13% fee.  They still feel there is some controversy between them and the WOA, but felt that they need to work that out with WOA and not put the schools in the middle.  We are grateful to the board and to Tom Butler for help in solving this issue for the schools.
E. Web Site: www.seaking2.com.  We have moved to a new site for our website.  Make sure to link directly to our website.  If you are linked to it through the WIAA site, that site has changed, and we no longer are linked through it.
F. Scratches at District Events.  Gill brought up the Kingco request that Metro discuss what happens when there is a scratch in a track or golf event.  The proposal is that we go to the league to fill it first; if the league can’t fill the spot, should the allocation go to the other league?  Both leagues need to discuss this and vote on it, and then bring it to the District Board for approval.
