Tie Breaker Format-All Sports

1. Head to head can be used to eliminate a team from the playoffs

2. Teams tied for the last district berth, and head to head does not solve the tie, a playoff game will be held.

3. If a pig tail game is required with the Trico League, teams tied, may use criteria, to place the team in the pigtail game.
Tie Breaker format-Basketball
Ties with two or more teams that have already secured district berths will be broke with the head-to-head criteria, followed by a coin flip for seeding. 

Ties for 1st through 4th place teams in the league standings at the end of the season will be broken in the following manner:

1) Head to head competition

2) Won/Lost record against play-off teams

3) Wins against higher seeded play-off teams

4) Margin of victory against play-off teams, up to 10 points.

5) Numbers drawn by Athletic Directors.  
A tie for the final District berth can be broken by head to head competition only.  If head to head is tied, the two teams must play.  If more than two teams are tied for the final spot, the above criteria may be used to seed one or more teams, with the two remaining teams playing to enter the tournament.  If all criteria is equal, a playoff system will be developed.
Volleyball
Ties for 1st through 4th place teams in the league standings at the end of the season will be broken in the following manner:

1.   Head to head competition, Matches first, then total games.  

Example:  split during regular season 2-3, and 3-1.  team A has 5, team B 4
2.   Won/Lost record against play-off teams (not counting the pig-tail).

3.   Wins against higher seeded play-off teams

4. Margin of victory against play-off teams, games played within the match (not counting pigtail). 

5. Numbers drawn by Athletic Directors. 

Ties for 5th place will be played off in the following manner:

1. Game will be played at the higher seeded team based on the above first through fourth place criteria.  

2. A tie between two teams will be played off on the Saturday or Monday before the pigtail game. 

3. A tie between three or more teams will use the first through fourth place criteria above to determine the order of the play-off games: 

a. With a 3-way tie, the 2nd and 3rd seeded teams will play on a Saturday and the winner of that game will play the 1st seed on the Monday before the pigtail game. 

b. With a 4-way tie, the 1st and 4th seeded teams play along with the 2nd and 3rd seeded teams on Saturday, with the winners playing off on the Monday before the pigtail game. 

Soccer League Championship and Standings

League standings will be based on 3 points for a win and 0 points for a loss.

League Championship will be the team with the highest point total, in the case of a tie, Co-champs will be recognized.

For seeding purposes, if there is a tie in the standings, the following tiebreaker criteria will be followed:

1) Head to Head

2) Goal Differential between tied teams 

3) Goal Differential against play-off teams 
4) Coin Toss with no team being eliminated from post season by a coin toss.

(There is a maximum 3 point goal differential, i.e., 5-1 = 3 points, 3-2 = 1 point)

Football League Standings

At the end of the regular season all ties involving playoff berths will be decided by head to head competition when possible. In the event of a three way tie, if any team has wins over the other two, they receive the higher berth. If a 3 way tie cannot be broken by head to head competition, a Kansas tie-breaker format will be used with every team playing each other until the tie is broken.  The format would be as follows:

Team A vs Team B


Team B vs Team C


Team C vs Team A

A team must lose twice in a single round to be eliminated.  Tie-breakers will be held on the Tuesday following the final game.  The final game date will not be changed from it’s original schedule

Baseball/Softball Tie Breaking Methods

Ties for 1st through 4th place teams in the league standings at the end of the season will be broken in the following manner:

6) Head to head competition

7) Won/Lost record against play-off teams

8) Wins against higher seeded play-off teams

9) Run differential against play-off  teams, up to 7 runs.

10) Numbers drawn by Athletic Directors.

Ties for 5th place will be played off in the following manner:

1) Game will be played at the higher seeded team based on the above first through fourth place criteria.  

2) A tie between two teams will be played off on the Saturday or Monday before the pigtail game.

3) A tie between three or more teams will use the first through fourth place criteria above to determine the order of the play-off games:

a. With a 3-way tie, the 2nd and 3rd seeded teams will play on a Saturday and the winner of that game will play the 1st seed on the Monday before the pigtail game.

b. With a 4-way tie, the 1st and 4th seeded teams play along with the 2nd and 3rd seeded teams on Saturday, with the winners playing off on the Monday before the pigtail game.
