It is important that every school in our district invite officials to come to the parent nights to speak about rules and to help our communities to continue the work of teaching sportsmanship and acceptance of the roles of our officials.

c. NCAA is moving strongly to “clean up” the game and get the officials to call more fouls on contact.  It is important that coaches understand that there is a change of culture taking place and this will most likely move into the high school arena as well – more “freedom of movement” and room to play.  This will cause some stress as the change moves into the high schools in the near future.  NCAA has decided that attendance and scoring are down because the game is too physical.  That translates into more fouls.
