5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Pat McCarthy
a. The board will start with a retreat to help provide opportunity for greater growth and community.
b. Eric has been nominated as VP of the Board.

6. Sea-King District 2 Executive Board:  Lance Gatter

A. Violations – Approved League Sanctions.  No new ones reported.  Lance reported about the sanctions levied on Inglemoor for dressing too many players last year.   Inglemoor, like Camas, were penalized via a fine in addition to sitting games.  The WIAA required that the fine be used for training of coaches by WIAA staff. ($2000).  The training took place last week.  Lance expressed appreciation for the training.  The school will be on probation for two years as well and Lance will meet with all teams and parent groups to discuss the violation and the consequences.

There will be new ADs at Cleveland (Tim Bursey), Franklin (Jennifer Petersen), Blanchet, Roosevelt (Matt Katinas).  The league is going to the WPA Network.  Eric commented on how great the retreat was for communication for the board.  Eric noted that Trevor will be new on the board.  Blanchet has asked WIAA to come and investigate their violation as well.  

b. Kingco – Held their annual retreat and worked on their handbook.  Kingco has joined WPA Network and received their training this week.  Rick O’Leary has moved from Blanchet to replace George Crowder at Lake Washington.  Lance reported that they are requesting that the WIAA send an investigator to look at the Bellevue HS article in the Seattle Times.  Lance also reported that Kingco and District 4 have agreed to compete for playoffs for this, the second year of the two year cycle.  The relationship has been successful in the past and Kingco would like the District to approve the agreement with District 4 as presented.  M/S/P.  October 6 is the annual Kingco/Metro meeting.

H. Distribution of 2014-2015 Excess Fees.  Marilyn reviewed the end of the year budget so that we can distribute Excess funds and WIAA State Reimbursement Funds.  The board approved holding the reimbursement funds (received in August) until it would be distributed the following fiscal year.  We kept that as a reserve if needed.  So we will be returning that full amount ($13,990.38).  In addition, there will $15,000 in excess funds returned.  The sheet Marilyn provided to the board today will be corrected and updated as the board found a needed change.  She will distribute the corrected one.  M/S/P to return $15K to the schools.

J. District Tournament Allocations.  Tom provided a chart summarizing each sport and the access to district and state tournaments.  Reps will take the document to their leagues to double check the accuracy of the chart and notify Tom by next week if they find any discrepancies.
