5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Craig Olson, Eric McCurdy
A. Handbooks went in the mail today after some printing glitches.  Schools should be receiving those this week.  
B. The board finalized the budget at the July meeting.  Staff salaries and steps were frozen for this fiscal year as well as putting caps on the health care insurance for staff.
C. The board developed a process for selecting new board members in the future.  Congratulations to Eric McCurdy as he takes over for Chris Bigelow.  Thanks to Chris for all his work.
D. Red Cross 1st Aid can now be taken online – but CPR must still be taken in a “hands-on” situation.
E. Swim and dive standards were approved as well as the selection of Columbia Basin for the 4A tennis site.
F. This is a “count” year for classification and our number between the classifications is frozen.  
G. The board is going to go into a process for Strategic Planning over the year to set the next plan for 3-5 years.
H. The Medical Issues Committee is looking at the practice requirements and the pitching limits for baseball and softball.  They are also reviewing the concussion requirements.
I. There is also some discussion about not publishing the basketball bracket until the teams are selected to avoid issues with “playing to the bracket” to get the best position on the bracket.
J. The board is putting together a study committee to look at summer activities.  Companies involved in risk management are expressing some concern about these activities as well.
K. The board is also reviewing policies on playing on the Sabbath and how that will affect tournament play in the future.
L. The WOA and the WIAA are still working on issues surrounding a lawsuit from the local football association.  They are negotiating a resolution to it at this time.
M. Jim Meyerhoff’s official last day working for WIAA is tomorrow.  He will continue in some part-time roles; we are thankful for his great work over the years.  Brian Smith began as the new staff member on Aug. 1.  We look forward to working with him in the coming years.
N. Boys Soccer – until the state bracket time, we were below the normal average of ejections.  But once we got to playoffs, we caught up in the number of ejections.  We will continue the same process for ejections this coming year and discuss how we might work with ejections during state competition.
O. Gill reported on a committee that reviewed a Sports Foundation that Will Nichols started to support school athletic programs.  The group discussed fundraising and how we can help each other.  
P. The update on the basketball bracket is that the brackets will be adjusted to a single elimination the first round and the boys and girls will play on different nights so that there won’t be conflict on both playing the same night at different sites.  We will also call it a “regional” tournament, rather than state.  This year, boys will play on Friday and girls on Saturday.

F. W SSAAA Conference Fees? – Pat McCarthy
a. A motion was made to pay WSSAAA Conference Registration fees for new ADs in the district.  The motion was defeated because the district already pays for WSSAAA Membership for every AD in the district.  The recommendation would be that the leagues pick up this cost.

G. Service Fees & 2010-2011 Travel Points.  

a. Marilyn reported on the service fees for this year. The dues are the same for this year as last.  In the past, when we got reimbursements from WIAA, Marilyn would subtract those amounts from a school’s service fees before sending this out. WIAA won’t provide the reimbursement this year until December.  Marilyn asked whether the board wanted her to put out the service fees now or wait until December.  The recommendation was to send out the service fees now and take care of checks when the money comes from WIAA in December.
H. Distribution of 2010-2011 Excess Fees.  Marilyn recommended sending out $29,000 in excess funds for the 2010-11 school year.  This still allows us to maintain $40,000 carryover for the Sea-King Budget.  M/S/P
I. Selection of 2011-2012 Basketball Sites.  We are still working out arrangements for sites for the 3A tourney next year.  Bellevue College will be the site for the finals again.  Ingraham has recently renovated its gym and would like to be included in the mix for some of the other rounds of competition.
