5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Craig Olson, Eric McCurdy
A.  Boys Soccer sportsmanship improved with the new regulations.  Ejections were down 30%.  But they are up dramatically in football this year.  Many of them are at JV and below.  
B.  WIAA will distribute the revenue share money in December.  The district will then distribute to the schools who earned the points.
C.  Approved new girls wrestling weight classes.  Now online.
D. Met with schools with more than 5 ejections.  There will be an amendment presented this year to sanction coaches in the future.
E.  1A state softball may have to go to Spokane if another site can’t be found.
F. The board reviewed the format for basketball.  This format will look at keeping the #1 and #2 teams from each district closer to their regional site.  The brackets will be out soon.  There will be a new draw after the regional tourney.

6. Sea-King District 2 Executive Board:  Pat McCarthy
A. Annual Financial Report – Jim Murphy.  Jim went over the audit report with the board.  He handed out a one page summary of the previous five years, demonstrating the financial condition of the District during that time.  Jim prepared the tax return for the District as well.  Jim reported that the ticket managers are doing a better job, but continue to need to improve on the ticket reconciliation process.  Jim was “happy” to catch Marilyn on an error this year! iv. SeaTac – The league approved the use of 8th graders as needed to salvage teams.

v. Middle School - Issaquah maintained its membership in WIAA even after the split from Foothills league.

D. Official’s Corner – Joe Thompson.   Joe presented a “draft” proposal for the 520 tolling problem.  Joe worked with some associations and an official who also works for DOT.  Joe reviewed the proposal and the potential costs and concerns.  He understands that we would request the assigner of those officials who have to use 520, to attempt at least for lower level contests, to keep the number to a minimum or make sure that when we have a “toll” official, that the official works two contests.  The agreement would also protect schools by providing a window of time for which the toll would be paid.  The officials would prefer to bill for toll charges once per month rather than waiting till the end of the season.  The board will review and come back with some input for next time.  We may want to put a “cut off” time in the agreement for payment as well.  Pat and Tom will develop a response to the contract proposal.  Put in a statement about renegotiating and appealing anything that might arise that we haven’t thought about.
