G. Handbook Revisions.  
a. Article VIII, Section 13, h…1st and 2nd round profits/losses from regional/state contests in football and soccer are split between the two districts involved in the contest.  M/S/P

b. Article VIII:  (Voluntary choice to follow) District 2 will follow the WIAA guidelines at the District level for all sports.  M/S/P (This means that we will allow only 12 basketball players to dress for district contests.)

c. Article VIII.  Section 1…By entering participants in a District Championship event, each member school certifies that, barring injury, illness, or unforeseen events, the team or individuals representing the school will participate in every competition that is part of that championship event and, if they qualify for the state tournament, they will participate in every competition there as well.  M/S/P
