B. League Reports

i. Kingco – Some discussion of the upcoming amendments.

ii. Metro – No report.

iii. Emerald City – Next meeting on Wednesday and discussing Ultimate Frisbie.

iv. SeaTac – Discussed amendments.  Rainier Christian will play 8 man football next year, but not be eligible for playoffs as a 2B school.  In Track, there will be a 1B bi-district qualifying meet with D3 to qualify for the tri-district meet at King’s.

v. MS – No report.

C. Official’s Corner – Joe Thompson.  520 Bridge Tolls.  Tolls start in late March.  How will this effect officials?  We need to consider the additional costs to the officials to serve our district schools and come up with some suggestions on how we might negotiate additional costs.  The officials will be coming up with some proposals and we may want to come up with some as well. Todd and Mike probably should be discussing this and its relevance to the statewide agreement.  A committee of officials met to discuss options.  One option was to put a $2 surcharge on each official for our district.  Another would be to do a billing reconciliation after the season to cover those who use it.  They will bring a formal proposal in the future.

E. 2011-2012 Executive Board Meeting Schedule.  Marilyn presented a draft schedule for next year’s board meetings.  We need the board to look at the April date to check on spring breaks and the WSSAAA Conference dates.
F. District Tournament Financial Reports for Swimming/Gymnastics/Wrestling.  Marilyn reported on the tournament results for these sports.  Generally, the numbers are down a bit.  She will report on the basketball at the next meeting.
G. Review Proposed Amendments to Spring Rep. Assembly.  Mike Colbrese attended today’s meeting to go over the amendments with us.  The district board will vote at the April 14 meeting and the reps will vote online that night or the next day.
a. August 1-10 “dead” period for athletes and coaches.  District 5 presented this and wants to shut down all contact during this time period.
b. Multi HS districts determine initial placement.  The Greater Spokane League presented this.  For a 9th grader moving into the district, the district can determine the school.  If that 9th grader also had an 11th grade sibling, the sibling must attend the school in their attendance area.  The amendment would allow both siblings to attend the same school.
c. Specialized program options in multi HS districts.  Eastside schools presented this.  Students who began, for instance, in a Spanish emersion program, decided to leave the program and were reassigned schools by their district and treated as transfer students.  
d. 1B/2B may use 8th graders to salvage a varsity program.  Can vote for one or the other with (5).  Presently, a school must appeal to use 8th graders.  This would allow 2B schools to do it without appealing.
e. 1B may use 8th graders for viable varsity teams.  This only allows students to move up to save a varsity program…not in all cases.
f. Revised criteria for district eligibility committees.  This requires additional coursework and training for a minimum of three committee members.  Districts may train additional members.  This also allows the chair to grant an appeal without a hearing.  This is then reviewed on an annual basis.
g. Judgment calls leading to ejections may be appealed.  District 4 presented this. They have a policy now where they review an ejection on film and can extend the penalty.  This is a logical extension that would allow the use of film to do this.
h. Athletes exceeding contest limitation are ineligible for post season.  
i. 5th quarter available for 9th graders who play 3 quarters in Basketball.  This comes out of Spokane.  Presently you can play a fifth quarter if you have played in two or less.
j. Allows 4 quarters of play during a 2 day period in football.  Presently if you play on Saturday, you can’t play on Monday.  This would allow this.  The medical aspects committee hasn’t yet weighed in on this.
k. Establishes 40 point differential in second half in football.  This reduces it from 45 to 40 points.  The national rule is a 45 point rule.
l. Add boys Lacrosse.  Originally, the club lacrosse people pushed these amendments.  Lately, the schools have been the ones promoting these amendments because they want the control and support of the WIAA.  The general discussion revolves around WIAA support and the number of kids and schools participating in this sport and the cost of adding a sport along with the pressure that would follow in communities if it were approved.
m. Add boys Girls Lacrosse
H. The WIAA has surveyed all the schools participating in the state tourney and gathering surveys online from those who attended.  They will use this data to evaluate the change.  There should be a report on Monday at the Winter Coalition meeting concerning the tournament.
