B. League Reports.
a. Kingco – Kingco is looking at the scheduling for the next two year cycle.  They also are discussing the relationships with other districts about possible post season relationships.  
b. Metro – Metro will allow Lakeside to play an independent schedule in football for the next two year cycle.  The league is also looking at adding to some consistency in scheduling for tournaments in both the number of teams coming to the tourney and the crossovers required during the regular season.
c. Emerald City – Will stay as a 1A league for the next cycle.  The league will also agree to continue with the tri-district relationship for the next cycle.  They will create a new playoff format and still try to maintain the philosophy of playing the fewest possible number of contests.
d. SeaTac – Reviewing constitution since they are now a multi classification league.
e. MS – Issaquah has added intra-district soccer and will be incorporated next year into the league schedule.


C. Official’s Corner – Joe Thompson
a. Dave Augustavo will represent the four primary assigners for 
District 2 for any issues or concerns that arise for our schools.  We would like to try to keep track of the red cards issued during the season so that we can try to work with both schools and official associations during the season to try to work on some education.  Any concerns about soccer officiating should be reported to Joe who will work with Dave to work the problem and try to educate both our teams/coaches and our officials so that we can better improve sportsmanship throughout the season.
b. The PNBOA is going to make a more concerted effort to get their top officials to work at all levels of tournament play rather than exclusively using them at the larger school level.
