d. SeaTac 2B – the league is joining WPA Network and has developed a constitution.  They are meeting with other schools about expanding the league as well.

f. Middle School – Northshore is looking for a transition plan for the 9th grade participation.  

C. Official’s Corner – Joe Thompson
a. There was discussion about the “accountability” piece of the request of the district that something needs to be in place.  When a player or a coach is improperly ejected, for instance, it is important to find some solution.  The goal is to increase the efficiency of the officiating.
