C. Official’s Corner – Joe Thompson
a. Official’s Accountability Policy.  Joe went over a proposal for developing a policy for working constructively with our all of our official’s associations.  There is some reluctance among officials to have such a policy at the moment, so some discussion is necessary to further this and develop it.  This is really about education and improvement.  It is in line with the “RTO” program that the WIAA and the WOA have negotiated to improve officiating in our district.  Board reps should take this policy back to the leagues for discussion.  Then the board will put a committee together to develop and refine a policy for discussion and eventual approval.     
b. There is some discussion about the site for the 3A basketball tourney.  Juanita for the 4A tourney was packed and overflowing while the 3A tourney that night had a smaller crowd.  Should the 3A and 4A sites be reversed to accommodate the crowds?
c. Tom discussed his meeting with assigners last month, several items were emphasized:  Volleyball official’s stands need to be safe and secure; locker rooms for officials during basketball season need to be separate and secure; schools should check WIAA rules and with the official’s assignor prior to purchase of uniforms to assure their uniforms are legal; associations want game film for study by associations which can be uploaded to them.
