5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Eric McCurdy, Craig Olson.  
a. Two conference calls regarding appeals.  The latest was the Liberty/Interlake appeal concerning who has the duty/right to declare a concussion exists.   The official prevented a coach from re-entering a player and this was a misapplication of the rule.  The other appeal concerned an ineligible baseball player who played in a contest that had effect on a contest.  The board ruled to forfeit the contest.

b. WIAA also provided a summary of the new Football contact amendment and sent it out to all the schools.  This defined the parameters of the new amendment.  There continues to be some discussion about the interpretation and the original purpose of the amendment.  There may need for future amendments to clarify it.


6. Sea-King District 2 Executive Board:  Gary Emslie


A. Annual Eligibility Report.  Sam sent in his report that indicated that we had the fewest number of eligibility cases in seven years.  This spring, we had 16 hearings.  12 were approved and none were appealed to the WIAA.  It appears that the training and education we are doing on eligibility with ADs are effective and causing better screening prior to hearings.

d. There is confusion about “abusive language”.  This requires three game suspensions, but paperwork is not coming in time.  ADs sometimes don’t know whether the ejection is for profanity or abusive language.

e. ADs are reminded to go online to WIAA site and report ANY AND ALL ejections that you are aware of from your contests.  This will help us to get information and to make sure that the official report is filed in a timely fashion.  The site then sends an email with the information.  ADs can then bring this to the league meeting as the letter detailing the school response.

Marilyn reviewed the projected expenses and suggested that there be no raise for the District Director or Eligibility Chair to keep the budget in line.  M/S/P to accept budget with small increases in the school fees for next year.  M/S/P to have the District hold the Travel Reimbursement from the WIAA and fold it into the Reimbursement at the end of the year.
