5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Eric McCurdy, Craig Olson 
i. Sept 23/24.  Waiver for 4 team state soccer tourney for 1B schools

ii. Allow for adjustment in 2B tourney to keep schools from same side of mountains from playing in Semis.

iii. Waiver issued to allow the academic eligibility earlier because of five Sundays in the month.  Otherwise, athletes would have missed an additional game this year.

iv. Working to take Sunday participation and Sabbath references out of the WIAA handbook.  Schools down the road may have to declare which six days are available for them for practice.

v. The board heard an appeal from Districts 5/6/7 over allocations resulting from District 7 having only one allocation and requesting a “glue”.  

vi. Reviewing revenue sharing process.

vii. The board is discussing the ejection policy and the number required to receive a letter from WIAA.  Should the number be adjusted based on the size of the school?  Craig and Eric would like to hear your input on this.

viii. Eric met with the Strategic Planning committee today to finish up their responsibilities.  There will be follow up to this in the next few weeks.

ix. Tom reported on the classification committee meetings.  There may be amendments coming to go to a 4 year allocation cycle, counting 9-11 rather than 10-12, and not counting alternative students from schools with their own SPI number.  There possible could also be a couple of amendments to reduce the number of tournaments if schools are interested.

C. Official’s Corner – Joe Thompson. 
a. Joe reported that the WOA newsletter that just came out reemphasized the critical timing of reporting on ejections for officials.
b. Todd suggested that if no report comes, call Todd or Joe to follow up on the timing and accuracy of the report so that leagues and districts can act in a timely fashion on them.
c. Schools are reminded that an athletic director should immediately contact WIAA when they are aware of an ejection at his/her school.
d. “Stacking” officials.  The following leagues would like to “stack” officials:  Kingco 4A, Kingco 3A, Emerald City.  Metro chose not to request this.  Sea-Tac indicated that it doesn’t work with the way that their league schedules.  Kingco and Emerald City should request “stacking.”  The district supports their request and will follow up with the associations if there are conflicts over this.

D. 2011-2012 Travel Points.  Marilyn asked the board to review the process for distributing these funds.  This past year, we returned money directly to the school that earned the money.  One golfer is equal to an entire football team for distribution purposes, so money is not really going back to the schools that produced the income.  The WIAA is also reviewing their distribution policy as well.  It could be distributed as in the past based on who earned it; divided up just as the excess funds are distributed; or some other process?

E. 2012-2013 Sea-King Dist. 2 Annual Goals.  
a. Pat recommended that we consider offering an LTC class or a speaker program as District 1 is doing.  We may even tie that into the Travel Points discussion.  Discuss again next time.

F. Review of 2011-2012 Annual Financial Report.  Marilyn handed out the Financial Review completed by Jim Murphy.  The board went through the report point by point to see how the financial books are being handled.  As president, Gary Emslie was provided with a full copy of the tax return and the financial report.


G. Review of Oct. 1st Enrollment Figures & State Tournament Allocations.  The board reviewed the “three week window” and the allocation process.  The board was provided a copy of the fall allocations.

H. Site Selection for Football/Soccer.  Tom again reiterated that first and second round football and soccer games are held at district approved sites, not necessarily the “home” school site.  The sites are board approved and Tom works with the schools to determine the sites.


I.  WIAA Insurance (L & I/Catastrophic).  Tom reminded the board that at one time, we paid our own premiums for insurance.  Years ago, WIAA began paying those. We are grateful, but cognizant that it may not last forever.

J. Mentoring Committee.  Craig, Lacey, Bob, and Tom are working on a document to assist new Athletic Directors.  They have an outline and asked the board to help “flesh” out the descriptions of each of the points.
